USE OF ST PATRICK'S TO 
RESUME

Work has proceeded smoothly on the interior 
of Saint Patrick's Church such that the current 
phase of work indoors is almost complete. The 
damp walls were stripped of all old plaster, 
allowed to dry out for a number of weeks, 
and are now plastered with a rough 'scud 
coat' which will be left to continue drying for 
over six months before � nal plastering and 
painting is done next year in phase 2. 
Outside, meanwhile, the re-pointing of the 
exterior walls to make them waterproof 
continues, and will likely take until early 
September to complete. New guttering has 
also been � tted to the church to improve 
quicker drainage of rainwater away from the 
building.
Nonetheless, we are in a position to re-open 
for use of the church for Mass and all other 
liturgies and worship as normal, beginning 
on Thursday 20 July. The Mass schedule will 
resume as follows in St Patrick's:

This Sunday is the sixth World Day of the 
Poor. Pope Francis, in his message for the day, 
laments that just as the world was emerging 
from the “tempest of the pandemic”, a new 
catastrophe appeared on the horizon: the 
Russian invasion of Ukraine and the brutal war 
which has followed. The war has displaced 
millions of Ukrainian people and caused global 
economic turbulence, with food shortages 
and rising energy costs which will affect the 
poorest this winter. The Pope reminds us of the 
generosity of people in welcoming refugees 
from recent conflicts in the Middle East. He 
understands that host communities can feel 
burdened, and it is difficult to maintain relief 
efforts, but he says, “This is the moment for 
us not to lose heart but to renew our initial 
motivation. The work we have begun needs to 
be brought to completion with the same sense 
of responsibility.”

for the kingdom of God;
inspire us with your Spirit
of compassion, justice and truth
to declare the Good News
to those who are poor,
and to work for the relief, defence and liberation 
of all who are trapped in oppressive 
circumstances.

REPAIR WORKS TO 
ST. PATRICK’S

Damp ingress through the basalt stone walls and 
window reveals has been an ongoing problem for 
the church and has caused major deterioration 
of the internal fabric. To address this problem the 
parish will carry out Phase 1 repair works in early 
2023 to deal with the highest priority defects. 
These works will include: repointing of the stone 
and brickwork with lime mortar, new rainwater 
goods, and improvements in drainage around 
the church.  On the inside the plaster will be 
stripped to inspect the condition of the walls and 
timbers, and the decorative marble panelling will 
be protected during the works. To allow a period 
of drying out, the internal walls will be left as 
exposed masonry until Phase 2 works which will 
include re-plastering and decoration.
Tender documents for the work are currently being 
prepared. Any contractors interested in obtaining 
the tender schedule when ready should contact 
the parish office now.

Children's Liturgy is back at Masses next weekend! 
At 6pm Mass in St Mary's and 11am Mass in St 
Patrick's, girls and boys of primary school age will 
be able to go separately with the leaders shortly 
after Mass begins to hear the children's gospel, 
and have a make-and-do session before coming 
back to join their families just at the offertory time.
Parents/guardians will need to give their consent 
just the first time the child takes part. All welcome!

CEMETERY VIGILANCE
There are sad reports of items left on family 
graves sporadically going missing, and we fear 
they are being taken. It would be undesirable 
and impossible to lock the cemeteries, or to have 
complete surveillance, and so we ask all visitors to 
the graveyards, or even those who can see into the 
graveyard from the footpath while passing by, to 
report any suspicious activity at once to the parish 
or the police.
